All 73 samples collected and analyzed for the April monitoring period showed no presence of
coliform/E. coli bacteria.

Cyanotoxin Testing
Microcystin and Cylindrospermopsin sampling of our raw water began in May and occurs every two
weeks for compliance.

No cyanotoxins were detected in our raw water in May.

Non-Regulatory

General water quality parameters (pH, temperature, chlorine, TDS, hardness, alkalinity) were collected for the
distribution system at 16 locations in the North and South systems.

Monthly watershed sampling was conducted at 4 long-term sampling locations for total organic carbon,
nutrients (nitrate/nitrite, total phosphorus, orthophosphate, etc), coliform density, pH, dissolved oxygen, TDS,
and temperature.

River Conditions Reports

e As of June 5th, the Clackamas basin snowpack has melted. The current Clackamas River 7-day average
streamflow is 79% of normal (median).
¢ May precipitation in the Clackamas basin was 36% of normal. Precipitation since the beginning of the water year
(October 1 — June 5) has been 83% of normal.
* The June through September streamflow forecasts in the Clackamas River at Estacada is near 100% of median.
¢ The three-month outlook (Jun-Aug) from the NOAA Climate Prediction Center calls for an elevated chance of

above normal temperatures, and slightly elevated chance of below-normal precipitation for most of Oregon.
